If your car’s air conditioning system has 
ever given up the ghost during a heat wave, 

you know that driving in a hot car is not 
much fun. That is why it’s important to keep 
your AC system well maintained. But how 
do you know if it is working properly? If 
your AC can maintain your vehicle’s inside 
temperature at least 10º lower than the out-
side tempe rature, then things are okay.

When an air conditioning system is 
un able to do its job, the problem is usu-
ally caused by low fluid levels within the 
system. If a leak is not the main cause 

to be consulted. Air conditioning systems 
are in crea singly complex these days, mea-
ning that maintenance work should always 
be carried out by recognized professionals.

A malfunction in the system could also 
be caused by a pro blem with the compres-
sor, which is the key element in the cooling 

system. If the compressor isn’t functioning 
properly, it will li kely have to be replaced. 
This can be a costly job, so before you 
instruct your mechanic to replace it, have 

sensors that control the temperature and the 
pressure inside the system. These sensors 
might just be cutting power to the compres-
sor to avoid overheating.

isn’t working at optimal output. Keep an 
eye on it and have it changed regularly. And 
don’t forget that it is re commended to have 
your whole AC system checked once a year.

However, a more economi-
cal option is to use a damp 
cloth along with a mild soap 

and hot water. For your 

car windows, a mixture of 
water and vinegar is effec-
tive, or you could always 
opt for a streak-free glass 
cleaner.
CIGARETTE SMOKE

There are lots of home-
made remedies for cars that 
reek of cigarette smoke. The 

ashtray, of course. Then 

distilled white vinegar and 
place them carefully side by 
side, uncovered, in the back 
of the vehicle. After a few 
hours, the vinegar should 
have absorbed the smell. If 
the odour persists, sprinkle 
the seats and carpeting with 
baking soda, leave for a few 
hours, and then vacuum 
thoroughly.

With sunny days once again 
looming on the horizon, it’s 
without a doubt time to start 
thinking about having your car 
cleaned from top to bottom.

1. Lighten your load. Take 
everything you know you 
won’t be needing this sum-
mer out of your trunk 
(shovels, sandbags, etc.) and 
remove any winter gear (skis 
for example) that will make 
your car heavy for no reason.

It is a common miscon-
ception that cold winter 
temperatures are the most 
damaging for a car bat-
tery, but the truth is quite 
the opposite. In fact, there 
is nothing worse than 
extreme heat for reducing 
its lifespan. This is impor-
tant information, because 
proper battery care is 
essential for the smooth 
starting and running of 
your car. 

Extreme heat and over-
load are the two main cul-
prits responsible for short-
ening the life of a battery. 
Heat causes the evapora-

contents, which results in 
damage to its internal struc-
ture. As for overloads, 
these are often caused by a 
malfunction in the regula-
tion system of the charge 
controller, causing the bat-
tery to keep on charging 

after it is fully powered. 
That will cause it fatal 
damage.

Here are a few useful 
tips for extending the life 
of your battery to the maxi-
mum. First of all, ensure 
that the charge controller 
is maintaining the correct 

is as damaging as a drained 
battery. Next, if it is pos-
sible to do so, regularly 

in your battery (some are 
permanently sealed). If it is 
possible, the levels can be 
adjusted when necessary. 
This procedure is especial-
ly important during periods 
of hot weather. Add dis-
tilled wa ter if necessary. 
Lastly, always keep the 
top of your battery clean. 
Accumulated residues can 
act as conductors and drain 
a battery’s energy.

Heat: the number one 
enemy of batteries

Beware of extreme heat and overloads; they can shorten 
the life of your battery.

In many parts of Canada, 
people have a tendency 
toward keeping their all-
season tires on all year long, 
which means that they wear 
out faster. Don’t expect 
snow to cushion your tires. 
Snow can still be abrasive. 
So tires do wear, especially 
when it’s slippery.

Summer is just around the 
corner. You may think that 
just because there is no 
snow or ice on the roads that 
your tires are good for sum-
mer. But have you thought 
about rain or wet pavement? 
How can you be sure your 
tires are safe?

First of all, make sure your 
tires are not too old. If in 
doubt, ask a professional 

was made. Slight cracks 
in the rubber are an indi-
cations that the tire may 

be getting old and needs 
to be replaced. Secondly, 
make sure you have enough 
tread for the upcoming 
season. Modern tires have 
wear indicators within the 
grooves and once they’re 
visible across the grooves, 
the tire has gone beyond the 
manufacturer’s limits. Just 
about anywhere in North 
America, the legal mini-
mum tread depth is 1/16th 
of an inch. But don’t wait 
until then before changing 
your worn tires. 

Also check for uneven 
wear, which can be caused 

alignment. In that case, 
check with a professional 
who will make the proper 
recommendations and will 
probably recommend rota-
tion at the same time. Oh! 
And don’t forget that spare 
tire while you’re at it.

every 10,000 kilometres to ensure a more uniform wear 
and prolong their lifespan.
